Bread and salt!
Custom to welcome the visitor with bread and salt is known at Slavs for a long time. 

The loaf symbolizes the sun, as the sun symbolized once any bread, having taken out from the heat of the furnace. And salt represented a symbol of well-being and prosperity.
The combination of bread and salt played a role of exclusively capacious symbol: bread expressed a wish of riches and well-being, and salt was considered to be a talisman, which is capable to protect the person from hostile forces and influences. The entertainment of staying bread-shall for a guest established the attitude of good nature and trust between the owner and the guest, and a refusal of them was regarded as the insult. It is a saying «Even a tsar does not refuse  from bread-salt ». On national concepts, the biggest reproach which can be made is to tell: « You have forgotten my bread and salt. The tradition to offer bread-and-salt is called generosity even today. In 16 century Russian sovereign sent bread and salt from his table to visitors: with bread he expressed his favour, and with salt-his love. 
Expression "bread-salt" was the generalized name of a treatment. The invitation to "bread-salt" was the formula of the invitation to a feast. Today people welcome sitting at the table with the words « Bon appetite! »; in ancient times in that case was spoken « Bread and salt! », and to this formula attached special significance, believing, that it protected from evil spirit and any harm.
People meet the important visitor with bread and salt till now: visitor should break off a slice of bread, salt it and taste. This ceremony became a symbol of familiarizing with the basic vital values of people meeting him people, it also means, that he has entered with them in friendly relations and is ready to eat together with them « a pood of salt », it means that he is ready to divide all of their troubles and problems.
